Invite your child to use recycled materials around the house to create the animal babies they are studying. Supply pictures of these animals for the children to reference as they create. Use the names of the animal babies frequently throughout this activity. Your child can also use recycled materials to create objects related to the animal babies such as food, homes, etc. Ask your child to tell you about their animal and add this as notes to their project or invite them to add their own writing.

Level 2: Skill/Concept
Questions to ask once the story has ended: 
1. Why did Stellaluna feel embarrassed when she tried to fly with the baby birds?
2. Why did Stellaluna think she was clumsy?

Art Activity
Animal Baby Portraits: Have you and your child find a picture or pictures of animal babies or see below. Invite them to look at the pictures and draw or paint a picture of their favorite animal baby. As your child observes and considers their pictures, engage them in discussion about the details they notice in the pictures. What has changed about the way the adult animal looks compared to the young animal? Take a picture of their drawing and their animal baby picture and adult animal please!
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Writing Activity:
Animal and their baby Names: Below are cards with pictures of Adult animals names and their babies names. Some animals do not have the same name when they are babies even though they are the same kind of animal.  Encourage your child to make the sound of the first letter of the names as they are ready. Try to write one of the Baby animal names and the adult.
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Math Activity: Match the Adult Animal to the Younger animal. (see worksheet packet or below)

Science Activity: The life cycle of a chicken. 
Below is a picture of how chickens are born. Some animals are born from an egg. 
Look below and see the cycle of a chicken. Discuss with your child the cycle how it goes around. Which one comes first? Is it the chicken or the egg? Hmmmmm!
Can you create a chicken life cycle? Some examples are below. Have your child try to create their own life cycle of a chicken!
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Fine Motor/ Writing Activity: 
Animal Book: Invite your child to make a book about the animal babies they are investigating. Create blank books from sheets of paper and have your child write and draw about their animal baby. Children can reference the Animal Baby name cards and pages in other books to find words that they may want to include. For example, if a child is writing about bears, you can ask them what sound they hear at the beginning of the word, make connections to the written letter B and encourage the child to look for the letter.

Questions to ask at the end of the story:
1. Pip wondered how the birds and Stellaluna can feel so different and be so alike. What do you think? How is that possible? How are you different/similar to someone else?
2. Ask  your child what the character could do differently or ask them what they might do if they were in the place of the main character.



Art Activity: 
Egg Carton Animals. Ask your child what’s their favorite little animals and why? Then help them create the animal or animals of choice. You can use recycled material to create your piece. 
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Math Activity: Adding Animals. Addition is when you put together two or more numbers to find the total amount, which is called the sum. Count the animals and see how much you have “all together.”
On a piece of paper draw 6 piglets + 5 chicks = 
Count the piglets and Chicks together how many do you have in all? Did you count 11? Great Job!!!!!!!! Try the next ones!
