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Welcome to the June unit: Transformation, this unit explains how the children conclude the year by investigating how things change over the months in Pre-K. This unit provides the children opportunities to observe objects and feel comfortable in the classroom environment. This final unit allows us to learn, observe the knowledge skills the children have learned in previous units, and help children prepare for upcoming transitions. 
We often find that as preschool teachers we get the joy of seeing the same transformation in the lives of my children.  Every year I receive these precious children eager to learn and “eat-up” all the information and skills they are learning. They learn how to share, take turns, get in a line, and listen to directions. They also learn how much glue they should use, how to cut with scissors (and the things they should only cut with scissors), how to form and recognize letters, numbers, shapes, count to ten, and even learn how to write their own name. As you can see, through the course of the year, they are growing, and I can see the transformation right before my eyes.
What is transformation and how do things change? 
Transformation Is the ability of children to understand how certain things are, physical and emotional, and how things have changed like the language, voice, height felling while other things remain the same. 

Areas use in the units: Math, Science, Fine Motor, Art, Language and Social.
Focus Questions 
· What changes around me? 
· How can objects change? 
· What kinds of change happen in nature? 
· How will I continue to change and grow?

Pictures Portfolio Birth to now!
Create a children’s portfolio have all the pictures taken of your child individually, you can include group shots and all the special moment you child really love. You can, of course, decide which pictures work best for you.
The photos you can use tend to be of special events from each year or month. I like to make sure they have a picture of themselves from those days since the children are much more likely to remember them!
Below are some suggestions for monthly pictures to take of the children. These are just some of the different photos I’ve taken with the children over the years. Incorporate what works best for you!

Metamorphosis:
Supply pictures of each phase of butterfly metamorphosis. Invite children to look at the pictures and use their bodies to represent each phase. This could be done as a series of poses or as a dance. Use words such as butterfly, caterpillar, chrysalis, egg, life cycle, metamorphosis and pupa frequently throughout the activity.

Transformation Stories:
Encourage children to write a story about something or someone who experiences a change. Ask how the character felt before, during and after the change

How tall I am 
This measuring height activity is a great opportunity to talk about the concept of transformation and how we use measurement. Language to describe is which toy is taller or shorter or how tall I am now, and how small I was when I was a baby, whether they are the same. Children can also compare heights and arrange them from tallest to shortest.

House Pet: 
If you have a pet, invite children to reflect on the way the pet has changed this year. Children can write/draw their observations and reflections on how the pet has changed.

Dramatic Play
Moving Day: 
Set up a part of your child’s room as a part of dramatic play. Add boxes and moving supplies such as tape, labels, writing utensils, etc. for children to use to pretend to move to a new home. A sibling or you may play with your child. Talk with them about transitioning to a new school and how they will feel about this change. Emphasize on their emotions during this activity.

Kindergarten: 
Invite children to create a kindergarten classroom in the dramatic play area. They can discuss what they think kindergarten will be like, create a classroom accordingly and then take on roles and pretend it is the beginning of their kindergarten year. Children can look through Kindergarten, Here I Come or other books about kindergarten for ideas if needed. 





Vinegar and Baking Soda: 
Vinegar and Baking Soda: Ask children to predict what might happen when you combine baking soda and vinegar. Have them record their predictions (or record for them) and provide the two materials for them to experiment with. Provide measuring spoons and encourage children to experiment with differing amounts of baking soda and vinegar.

Does it Change? 
Provide an assortment of materials for children to try to mix together such as oil and vinegar and flour and water. Invite children to predict what will happen when they combine the materials. Once they mix materials, ask them to reflect on their predictions and what occurs. Do the materials change? How?
Transformation Journal: 
Provide a journal for your child to use as a place to record changes they notice in materials they observe in the Science Center. Ideas for observation include melting ice, combining baking soda and vinegar, butterfly metamorphosis, etc. Journals can be made by stapling blank, unlined sheets of paper together. Notice transformation words children use throughout this experience (i.e. bigger, combine, darker, lighter, metamorphosis, smaller and state) and expand on these words with the children. 



Arts & Crafts

Color Mixing: 
Supply red, yellow and blue paint and invite children to explore coloring mixing and how the colors can change into new colors. You can do this activity with only black and white paint or add black and white paint as an extension of this activity. After these paintings dry, place them in the Science Area and children can record their observations or chart what they discovered in their Science journals. 
Always Me:

Invite children to create representations of themselves using a variety of mediums (pencil and paper, paint, clay, collage materials, etc.) over a series of days (one medium per day). Provide mirrors for them to look carefully at their features. After they have several representations of themselves display their pieces of work together and invite children to talk about what things are the same in every piece (e.g. “I always have eyes”). Point out to the children that even though many things change some things always stay the same. If self- portraits from the beginning of the year are available include these in the displays and encourage children to compare them to their current self-portraits. 
Paper Plate Butterflies

Using a paper plate with your child, cut out 4 pieces to represent wings. Next, have your child decorate the wings. Use a popsicle stick as the body of the butterfly. Lastly, glue the butterfly together.

Journal Entries 

With your child create their own personalized journal using yarn, construction paper, loose-leaf paper, or cardstock paper. Have your child create and decorate a cover for their journal. Next, give your child time every week for a couple of journal entries. Their journal entries can be drawings, letters- anyway they want to express themselves. 
This unit is about Transformation, their journal entries can be about being home during this time in quarantine or how they feel about transitioning to kindergarten. 

Fine Motor 



Clothes Pin and Cotton Balls 
For this activity you will need, cotton balls, a cup and a clothes pin. Help your child place the cotton balls inside the cup using a clothes pin. Repeat several times. 


Spaghetti & Cheerios 





For this activity use some playdough and make into a ball. Next, place a few pieces of spaghetti on the clay. Lastly, challenge your child to place cheerios on the spaghetti.

HOW TO MAKE PAPER       
Making paper with kids is a rewarding experience
 How to Make Paper
1. Tear the paper into tiny strips, about 2″.
2. Place your window screen on top of one of the plastic tubs
3. Add paper to the blender, cover it with water, and run the blender on a low speed. Since you will squeeze all the water out of the paper pulp, you can’t really have too much water. If the blender doesn’t move easily, add more water.
4. Spread the pulp thinly and uniformly across the screen and then layer a cloth diaper or towel on top to absorb the extra water, while also pushing the water through the screen into the tub. Get the kids involved.
5. Place one hand firmly on top of the cloth while you flip the screen over onto a table or countertop that can handle water. Remove the screen and put the cloth with paper pulp in a spot where it can dry, undisturbed, for about a day. The thicker the paper, the longer it will take to dry.




Unit 1: Welcome to Pre-K:   Self Portraits: 
Invite children to draw self-portraits. Provide mirrors and encourage them to look at their faces carefully in the mirror then draw what they see.

 First Letter with Stickers/Glitter/Confetti

In the beginning of the school year, children learned how to adjust to a new environment. Our children learned how to trust and become comfortable with new peers and teachers. One lesson practiced during this theme was writing and identifying the first letter in their names. Children learn the first letter in their names and decorated with either confetti or glitter. Children can re-do this activity to see how they improved in their writing skills as well as fine motor skills. With this project, children will need a paper, marker, glue, and confetti. Have your child write the first letter in their name (big enough to glue confetti on). Once complete have your child put glue over the letter they wrote and place the confetti on top.

 Five Senses Book

 Children could identify what their five sense are and what parts of the bodies we use to explore with our senses. The children experimented with their hands by identifying different texture, listened to different sounds objects can make, taste things that were sour sweet, or salty, smelt things that were good or bad and used their eyes to learn their surroundings. In this activity have your child create their own five senses book. They will need construction paper, markers, and string. On each construction paper, have your child draw a pair of hands, ears, nose, mouth, and eyes. On each paper, they can draw or cut out objects that is related to the five senses and their body parts.

My Feelings Mask
In the theme All about me, the children learn who they are. They understand what makes them important and unique, what feelings they may have, what makes them unique in the classroom, and what is unique about their family. In this activity, your child will create feelings mask. They will need paper plates, markers, glue, and popsicle sticks. Your child will draw different expressions on the paper plates. They will then glue the popsicle sticks on the paper plates they decorated.

Activity #2 Paper Plate Emotions from Unit 3:

Cut paper plates in half, give children half of a plate and invite them to draw a mouth on the plate expressing an emotion (i.e. a smile for happy, frown for sad) on one side then turn the plate over and draw another mouth expressing a different emotion on the back. Attach a Popsicle stick to the bottom of the plate for children to hold and provide a mirror for children to use as they hold the emotion mask over their own mouths (Unit 3: All About Us). After looking at themselves with one expression ask children to turn the plate around and look at themselves with the other expression. Use this as an opportunity to start a discussion about experiencing emotions and how and why emotions can change, including how actions and words can have an effect on other people’s emotions. 











Unit 4: Where do we live:

Children can use a shoe boxes or other cardboard boxes to create an apartment building. Provide pictures of various types of apartment buildings from around New York City. 

Where we Live
During this theme, children learned about the neighborhood they live in, where do animals live, where do my family members live and what type of places we live in. In this activity, children will create a building or house they may live in. They will need paper, markers, and scissors. Parents assist your child while cutting out the needed shapes for the roof, windows, and doors. 








Unit 5: Transportation:   What type of transportation we use to get to school?

Children will share how they got to pre-K. The children will draw a picture of their mode of transportation in a blank paper. 

The children learned the three types of transportation, the transportation that is available in our city and who operates forms of transportation. 
For this activity, you will need construction paper, scissors, and glue. Parents assist you child cutting the different shapes need to build this vehicle. You can your different shapes like circles for tires and steering wheel, rectangles and squares for the body and triangles for the top of the car. Be creative!

Unit 6: Light:
How do we make a shadow?  Can you see a shadow?

Materials:
· Flashlight
· Plain wall
· Backdrops in a variety of colors and textures
· Handprints
Ask: How can you make a shadow indoors? 
 Shadows will be easiest to see inside on a wall or light-colored surface.  
Trace hands with wrists on plain paper. Cut out. Bend back at the wrist and place the hands on a table in front of a wall. You may have to tape the cutouts to the table to support them.
During the Light theme, the children learned the different sources of light we have, what is a shadow and how can we find it. For an activity, the children will create their own kaleidoscope. Children will need a paper towel roll, construction paper, and confetti. Wrap the construction paper around the paper towel and decorate with it the confetti.

Sinking and floating is a fun science concept for children to explore.  Setting up a Floating and Sinking Learning Tray will invite them to play, experiment and explore how and why different objects float and sink when placed into water.



Change the temperature

This activity, children will create their rainbow fish using a paper plate, crayons, glue, and construction paper. Children will cut out the mouth and fins for the fish using the paper plate. Children will then color the plate any color of their choosing. They will then cut out circles in the construction paper to make the scales. Children will glue the scales onto the paper plate.
